Data Classification for Media Content Management  

As media content grows exponentially, the need for data classification and management 
becomes paramount.  New media formats, such as MXF, and newer video devices now captures 
large amounts of metadata.  Media file formats, such as .png, contain dozens of metadata 
attributes that can be valuable from a business perspective, or critical from a compliance, security 
and legal perspective.  Advanced IT requirements now transcend traditional search, digital asset 
management and basic data classification solutions, and now require storage-centric solutions 
that include content-aware classification.  As the number of media, graphic and related content 
files grows from millions to billions over the next few years, requirements for proper classification, 
storage and archiving of media files will increase by orders of magnitude. Meeting these 
requirements has spurred the emergence of a storage market segment called Information 
Classification and Management (ICM).  Solutions in this space have “raised the bar” on basic 
data classification and digital assess management solutions and now offer such advanced 
features as file path metadata parsing, in-file content visibility, context category classification, file 
classification “tagging” and policy-based management and tracking.  Some technologies now also 
eclipse the debilitating shortfalls of relational database and enterprise search architectures.   
This presentation will explore real-world user case studies to examine several best practices 
employed by IT professionals within media and related companies.  Included in this presentation 
are the following elements:
